In 
particular, we seek to support Indigenous leadership and quality of life in our 
community. 

We believe the process of reconciliation is of mutual benefit to Indigenous and non-
Indigenous Australians and a necessary foundation for a sustainable future.

·  Building supportive friendships that foster trust and dignity across cultures. 

·  Honouring the unique cultures of Australia’s Indigenous people.

Starting with 5 people in August 1998, the NSRG is still going strong in 2009, 
with 30 core members and a mailing list of over 100. The Group has organised 
annual events to celebrate Sorry Day, National Reconciliation Week, NAIDOC 
Week and the creation of the Apology Banners on February 13, 2008. The NSRG 
were also heavily involved in the Perth Bridge Walk of December 2000 and in the 
national consultation process for the National Documents of Reconciliation. 
Noongar Elders and other members of the NSRG have received National and State 
Awards for their services and contributions to reconciliation. 
 
The NSRG was involved in historical research into the Indigenous history of the 
northern suburbs area and, with the help and support of the Elders, re-discovered 
Mooro Country, which covers country from the Swan River to Moore River. It has 
significant sites ranging from Gwelup through the “ lake country”  to Joondalup 
and on to Yanchep and beyond.  Led by Noongar Elders, the group organised 
tours of these sites. The wisdom and support of the Elders continues to guide the 
work of NSRG today.
